Eligibility Criteria For Application

To

 United Way of Pierce County’s

Community Safety Net  

The Community Safety Net provides support to programs that provide direct services aligned with our Investment strategy.  If the program’s parent/fiscal agency is new to the United Way of Pierce County Investment process you should be aware that:

1. Agencies that have not had funding from UWPC’s Community Safety Net within two years of the program’s application must satisfactorily pass an agency operations audit.

2. The agency must be a 501(c)3,  provide evidence of two years of operation as a not-for-profit entity, including a current copy of their IRS Determination letter, and a copy of their Form 990 for the most recent two years.

3. New program request for Community Safety Net Investment funding cannot exceed 25% of the program’s budget.

4. Agency must be registered as a charitable organization in the State of Washington, providing health and human services.

5. The Site Visit Review Team must be allowed to conduct a review of the program.

6. The agency must sign the affidavit of program compliance with UWPC’s Non Discrimination policy. 

7. The Executive Director cannot be a voting member of the Board.

Programs requesting funding must meet the following review criteria:

· Agencies with programs currently funded through UWPC Community Safety Net Investment process must have adhered to UWPC policies and guidelines as outlined in the UWPC Agency Investment Contract.
· Agency has submitted a signed affidavit of program compliance with UWPC’s Non Discrimination policy.

· Agency accounting policies, procedures and fiscal control reflect standards of appropriate accounting for non-profit i.e., 501(c) 3 agencies. (From the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants.)

· Agency/program must not have any unresolved compliance issues with United Way of Pierce County.

· Neither the parent agency nor any of its funded programs can be on probation with United Way of Pierce County.

· Agency has 501(c) 3 status, is a Washington state charitable organization providing Health and Human services, and has been in existence for a minimum of two years.

· All program services receiving UWPC funding must be for the provision of services in Pierce County.
· Program must have internet capacity for application and reporting; e-mail capacity for staff contact and technical assistance.
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
