Helpful Hints
· Remember to track your volunteer hours as you perform them.

· Use the checklist provided in your application to ensure your application is complete.

· Remember SPRING BREAK often occurs right before this application is due.  Don’t forget to get your academic form signed before leaving on break.

· April 1st is a Sunday this year.  This means you will need to have your application in the mail in time to be delivered to us on Saturday, March 31st or Monday, April 2nd.
· Remember your application must be received by United Way of Pierce County by April1st. Do not assume that your school will submit your application unless arrangements have been clearly discussed ahead of time between you and your school.

· If you were an 8th grade student during the 2010-2011 school year, your volunteer work starting April 1, 2011 will count toward your 9th grade letter.

· Remember to remind your volunteer supervisors that you have applied for this award and that someone will be contacting them from United Way
· For volunteer work spent with one group or organization you only need to complete one verification form summarizing all of your volunteer work for the timeframe. 
EXAMPLES:
· You may use one form if you volunteered at several events and meetings for a total of 56 hours with your school Key Club. 
· If you volunteered with Youth United you can use one form to summarize your work between all YU activities (YLC, volunteer projects, etc).
